Working within the mini-
malist conventions, this flash site was designed to deliver each information
piece as a stand-alone gallery feel. The branding of a simple red box was
utilized to denote the navigation placement, and inspirational photos were
randomly displayed upon rollover of the navigational links.

The content items within the pages are accessible as scrolling visual thumb-
nails within a sliding navigation that hides itself after selection, thus allowing
a clean presentation without sacrificing usability.
